Congratulations, you are enrolled in the Project Lead The Way course called Digital Electronics! Digital Electronics (DE) is a foundation course that you will take as part of the Engineering Academy, and is open to all students who have successfully completed Introduction to Engineering. It is part of a series of courses designed to give you an upper hand when you enroll for a college of engineering. 

The major focus of the DE course is to expose students to the design process of combinational and sequential logic design, teamwork, communication methods, engineering standards, and technical documentation. 

You will be expected to keep an Engineers Notebook as well as a student portfolio. Please have the following materials for DE by Monday, August 29th.

· 1.5 inch 3-ring binder (student portfolio) 

· Quadrille grid composition book (engineers notebook)

· Calculator

· 512mb or bigger USB memory device (thumb, flash drive)

· Black or blue pen
· Pencils

· Creativity

You will be able to use the portfolio and engineers notebook that you build in this class and following courses to demonstrate competency to college professors. This course is eligible for college credit. Please feel free to contact the instructor for further information.
This year-long course will be rigorous, challenging, rewarding and above all, fun! 
Class Expectations

I expect you to:

NOTE:  Certain steps may be skipped in cases of severe behavior.

Positive Consequences

Students’ positive behavior makes our class a better place to be.  You may be rewarded for positive behavior with praise, parent notification, earning good grades, etc.  Positive behavior is always appreciated!

Absences

When you return to class after an absence, it is your responsibility to get make-up work.  
Tardies

You need to be in class and have all supplies when the bell rings. If you are not then you will be considered tardy. The tardy policy will follow the guidelines in the student handbook.

1st Tardy—warning

2nd Tardy—warning

3rd Tardy—Parent notification

4th Tardy—Referral to attendance office

Grade Weights

All work that student do is either practice for an assessment, or an assessment. Assessments include tests, quizzes, projects and skills assessments. Assessments are weighted at 70% of the overall grade. Practice is generally homework or assignments designed to build skills for an assessment. Practice is weighted at 30% of the overall grade. Test retakes and redoing of work will be encouraged with additional instruction and/or proof of learning required prior.
Late Work

Since a large amount of the students grade is determined through assessment, it is extremely important for all work to be completed and turned in for checking. Students may get marked with a zero after one week late, but they have until the end of the quarter to turn in assignments. Homework should not be worked on during class time since this time is reserved for instruction. 

Out of Class Passes

All restroom and drink breaks must be accompanied with the appropriate hall pass. If no hall pass is available, you must wait until one becomes available. 
Food, Drinks, and Gum

Food and drinks are NOT allowed in class unless I have said otherwise for special occasions.  You may have bottled water.   

Electronic Devices

Electronic devices are allowed in class with instructor permission. If a student refuses to comply with my request to put away a device, it will be confiscated. The device can be retrieved at the dean's office.
